Scholarship Description & Instructions  
 
(Complete Application available at www.FriendsofRoughRiver.org OR contact your Counselor)  
 
The Friends of Rough River Lake, Inc., a Kentucky Non-Profit Organization, will award a scholarship to 
a Breckinridge County and Grayson County senior who plans to attend a qualified post-secondary 

institute or technical education program. 
 
Individual Award Amount: $1,000 (One Thousand Dollars) to a total of 2-3 Seniors; 1 from all the High Schools listed 
below. Scholarship awards are to be used for reasonable & customary education expenses. The check will be written 
after the completion of volunteer hours, which may occur after student graduates from high school.  
 
College/University/Technical Institute Eligibility: College, University, or Technical School must be accredited. 
  
Student Eligibility: Students must meet all the following criteria:  
 
A. Resident of eligible county (Breckinridge or Grayson) 

B. High School diploma or GED (received by the time monies are awarded) 

C. Cumulative GPA of 2.5 or better 

D. Recommended by a teacher, counselor, or principal 

E. Student volunteers at one of the Friends of Rough River, Inc.’s events (approx 8 hours) if awarded. 
Service hours must be completed by Aug 1st. Scholarship will be paid out after the event is done. 
F. No disciplinary or negative behavior record at school. 

G. Student’s written submission (answering “Student Merits” questions on Pg 2 of this application.) 
 
Application Process: (What students need to do to apply for this scholarship)  

 
1) Contact your school’s counselor (as noted below). Let them know you intend to apply 
2) Complete Pg 2 of this application and return it as the FIRST page of your submission. 
3) Provide responses requested for Student Eligibility Requirements (A – G) and Student Merit Questions 1 through 6 
(Page 2 of application - with your submission. Failure to include any of this information will result in your application 
being rejected. No exceptions. 
4) Submit your completed application and attachments to your counselor no later than March 26th. This is to 
ensure that your submission can be considered before a final decision is made. The Friends of Rough River 
reserve the right to disregard ANY applications received by your counselor after that date.
